Now, get ready to hold a discussion with either 1) the teacher, or 2) a classmate. The teacher will describe this discussion.
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TEACHER: Simply go around the room and address these questions. Most of the students have at least gone camping on public school outings.





TEACHER: Go over vocabulary with the students, then go around the room, letting students read these bulleted Love/Hate items. I usually take questions/comments after each section (love/hate).





TEACHER: Two parts: 1) Give the students a succession of 3 minute periods to write their pros and cons until they’re done. Then 2) go around the room, allowing the students to share a) their pros, followed by b) their cons.





TEACHER: The students will role-play: Pair off students. One will love camping; the other will hate it. The camping lover will invite the camping hater to go on a camping trip, like the one shown in the cartoon on page 2. They will discuss the pros and cons of camping ‘til they can’t talk any more. Then they can switch roles and begin the process again.
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
