This is a computer-aided “Charades” team word game, without vocal clues: All guessing-time clues are via pantomime.
The “catt” (“charades attack”) software is written in “tclsh”; the Tcl Shell. This loads the Tk GUI package, and produces a graphic interface for presenting words and keeping score. The “File” menu offers you word sets to load. This particular exercise involves Iron-level nouns, set #1, so click/drag/release on the “File:IRON_NOUNS_01” menu item to load the word set for this class.

First, give the students time to go over the word listing on the handout. If they have questions about the meaning of a word, demonstrate it to them so they know what it means. It will be possible to show “skipped” verbs at the end of play, and you can focus on these, later.
Following this preview work, here’s the basic game plan:

· Bring up the software. Load the word set.

· Have everyone stand up and push their chairs under the table.

· Teammates take turns playing the “Guesser”. Send a Guesser for each team to the front of the class. Turn the computer to face away from the Guessers, toward the Mimers.

· Use your mouse to punch the Start button and start the game.
· Mimers start miming the word shown in the middle of the interface. At this point, there are three basic outcomes:
1. If a team’s Guesser correctly guesses the word, click the <left> mouse button to award the point to the “A” team, or the <right> mouse button for the “2” team.
2. If the Mimers appear not to know the word, punch the Skip button.
· When one of the teams reaches 10 points, their big button lights up, and they’ve won the game. Press the Stop button to stop the game.
· Use the “Dump:…skippers” menu item to review and teach the skipped words.
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
