Let’s practice using a common sentence pattern.
This combines the Present Perfect with the Passive Voice.

Present Perfect review

It might be good to compare it to the Simple Past:
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Passive Voice review
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Putting Them Together…

You should be able to see that any combination of the Present Perfect and the Passive Voice will appear as follows:

· <S.o./S.t.> has/have been <Past Participle>…
More Examples

· E.g., “The dog has been fed.”

It involves fixing up a badly neglected house: It needs a lot of work!
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Note on the Common Contraction of “has”

There are three situations that produce the “…’s” ending to a word.
One is the possessive…

· The dog’s bowl is missing.

…and the other two are contractions. One is the contraction of is:

· The dog is eating. ( The dog’s eating.

…and the other is the contraction of has:

· The dog has been fed. ( The dog’s been fed.

What Needs Doing?
