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Page ONE; top third

Basically, talk about nouns, leading to the pics (Lao Zi, et.al.):
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Page ONE; middle third

This is the simple sentence tree.
Emphasize the ideas of the Subject and Object. You can point out that both English and Chinese are “SVO” (Subject-Verb-Object order: Not all languages are like this!).
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Page ONE; bottom third

The students should know these words. Stress the idea that the words will be used to create noun phrases.
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Page TWO; top third

This picture shows the generation of a Free Relative Clause. Step through it with the students.
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Page TWO; middle third

This is a simple recap of Question Formation. Quickly step through this with the students.
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Page TWO; bottom third

And here are some examples.

[image: image9.png]You can be creative, here. Think of ways to get students to verify their understanding. For example, you might ask students to pick out the noun phrases in the sentences. You can write these sentences on the board, perhaps as a tree, a la the sentence tree given in Page ONE; middle third. I like to use a red marker for the Subject, blue for the Object, and black for everything else.

And, by the way, if you can write a little Chinese, you can try writing this on the whiteboard; it may help communicate how to choose “who” vs. “whom”. (
Page TWO; the very bottom; “Activity”

At this point. You can lead the students in the activity.
