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The Cartoon

Get the students to understand the title, “Human Fax Machine”.
Have students study the lovely cartoon (by Argentine cartoonist Quino) until they “get it.”

Reading
Go around the classroom, letting students take turns reading the one-sentence paragraphs to the left of the cartoon.

The Example

This process naturally flows into the example picture description at the bottom of page one. Continue the process, around the room, letting students read the 5 instructions (and other matter) of the example.
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Shapes
Continue around the room, reading (and correcting pronunciation) the shape names. I often draw this pic (() on the whiteboard to illustrate that the root of the word “horizontal” also informs the word “horizon”:

This process naturally flows into the example picture description at the bottom of page one. Continue the process, around the room, letting students read the 5 instructions (and other matter) of the example.

Adjectives

Don’t review the adjectives in a painstaking way: The students will already know most of these. Instead, let them quietly review them and ask questions (if they have any). Then, quiz the students by using fairly universal body language gestures to invoke them. Be sure to elicit both the regular adjective (e.g., “big”) and its corresponding comparative form (e.g., “bigger”).

Verbs

You can go around the room and have three students read these: Make sure the students understand them. In particular, you’ll probably need to draw attention to this sense of “make”, meaning, change.
Prepositions of Location

As with the Adjectives, don’t review in a painstaking way. Let the students quietly review, then quiz.

Other Useful Expressions

Truth-be-told, I never review these. Blow ‘em off. They’re not really that important.
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The Game

It’s time to play!

There are cards for this activity. This is what they look like:
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Pick a student at random and have that student go to the board to draw picture number one; the remaining students take turns issuing instructions to the “drawer”.

Once the picture has been drawn to everyone’s satisfaction, everyone applauds, the “drawer” returns to his/her seat, and the next student around the table gets to be the “drawer”.
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
