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· Have students underline the verbs in the flowchart. Note the phrasal verb “stir in”. Note also the double verb (“Reoil and preheat…,”).

· Intro the Passive Voice using the sentence “Pineapple farmers grow pineapples in Taiwan” (( “Pineapples are grown in Taiwan”).

· Intro the Passive Voice using the sentence in the first box; “Boil rice” ((”Rice is boiled.”).

· Intro the Passive Voice using the sentence in the third box (“Fry the vegetables…”). Note that the indirect object (a heated, oiled pan) is left at the end.

· Now go around the room and have the students convert the Imperative sentences into Passive Voice sentences. If further illustration is needed, do so.

· If you have time left over:

· Show how to create Passive Voice sentences involving advanced tense/aspect verbs:

· “Long ago, people ate Black Bears in Taiwan.” (Simple Past)
· “The teachers are giving homework to all the students.” (Present Progressive)
· Go around the room and give students Active Voice sentences using the Simple Past to convert to the Passive:

· “They ate the pizza in the refrigerator.”

· “Someone took the wallet from the drawer.”

· “The security guard left the keys to the front door on the table!”

· “The police caught the thief.” [NOTE: After they use the “be-passive”, this is a great opportunity to quickly cover the “get-passive”. About 90% of the time this is used in conflictive situations, e.g., get caught, get screwed, get hit (by a car), get stuck (with the bill), etc.]
· “He fixed the bicycle in time for the big race.”

· “The village ladies made the cakes for the festival.”
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
