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Negation: Saying “No!”
· How much do they know?

· Try some questions:

· [thumbs up]: “I am hungry.” [turn thumb downwards: Can anyone form the negation? (“I am not hungry.”)
· [thumbs up]: “I like dogs.” [turn thumb downwards: Can anyone form the negation? (“I don’t like dogs.”)
· A little bit of grammar:

· TWO ways to form the negative:

· “to be”: just put “not” after the form of “to be” (was, were, am, are, is).
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Drill some of these.

· Any other verbs (Not “to be”):
1. place the “do” helper verb in front of the verb.

2. transfer any tense or 3rd/sing./Simp.Pres ‘-s’/’-es’ to that “do” (do ( did, or do ( does).
3. Put “not” after the helper “do”.

Drill some of these.
· …and polish it up with a contraction (e.g., “I am…” ( “I’m”).
· Note that with negations involving “are” or “is”, there are usually two ways you can contract:

1. Contract the subject with the verb, e.g.:

· They’re not coming.

· Nancy’s not hungry

2. Contract the verb with the ‘not’, e.g.:

· They aren’t coming.

· Nancy isn’t hungry.

· Hand out “student-teacher” cards (meaning; the student gets to play teacher:
· Students pair up. Each student will “teach” his partner.

· They each get about 10 cards. Each card has an “S” (student) side and a “T” (teacher) side. The “teacher” partner shows his/her partner the S side of a card, and the “student” partner reads the positive statement, then vocalizes the negated form. The “teacher” can validate the response because he/she is seeing the opposite, T, side, which has a correct, negated form.
· If you have time left over:

· Students can continue the exercise, freely creating sentences for their partner to negate. Write these basic patterns on the whiteboard to remind them to practice all the forms covered in this lesson:
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· They can also learn to negate the Simple Future “will” ( “won’t”
