1. will

· I watched a movie yesterday

· I am watching a movie now.

· I will watch a movie tonight.

2. to be going to
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I watched a movie yesterday

· I am watching a movie now.

· I am going to watch a movie tonight.
· He is going to play guitar at the club tonight.
3. <Present Progressive> with Future words

· I am going to Canada this summer.
· She is running in the park tomorrow morning.
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We’re going to play a “bragging game”, and we have to use the future tense.
