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Purpose
This lesson covers the most common forms of the future tense.

Instruction
Direct the students to the chart on their handouts.

· Explain the future tense to them.
· A diagram on the white board can be handy.
· Note that the handout covers the 3 commonest forms of the future. Cover them.
· Riffle through four or five simple verbs, cycling the students through the Simple tenses (Present ( Past ( Future), culminating in various forms of the future. Touch on “to be”. Use body language:
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	Present: “eat”
	Past: “ate”
	Future: “will eat”,
“am/are/is going to eat”


Student Activity
This is a bragging game. All students will play on one big team.
The teacher picks one of the future tense declaratives on the back of this sheet, and reads it to the class. The teacher then picks a student to be the first to one-up the original statement. This bragging, up-upping is passed around the room until students start to grow a tad weary of that particular idea. Then move on to another.
For example, if there are three students, A, B, and C, the talk may go like this:
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	I will feed my cat tonight.

	I am going to ride my bike to Fongyuan this weekend.

	I am shopping for some new shirts tomorrow.

	My father will visit his mother next Tuesday.

	I’m going to play fetch with my dog this Saturday.

	My friend will study Chinese at Fongjia this fall.

	I’m practicing the tuba tonight.

	My band is going to play at a bar tonight.

	My sister is buying an MP3 player today.


A: I will go to Puli tomorrow.


B: I am going to Hong Kong tomorrow.


C: I will go to Mars this summer.


A: I am going to fly to Mars, without a space ship, in five minutes.


B: My dog is flying to the Sun tomorrow.
