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Activity (Explanation for the Teacher):
· We will go around the room; each student will take a turn.

· The student picks a card from the pile.

· The card will show something. It’s either a single thing (e.g., a sock) or more than one thing (e.g., some socks).

· The teacher will point at two groups at people:

1. First, the teacher will point at the person to ask.

2. Next, the teacher will point at the person or people to whom the thing (or things) may (or may not) belong. This may also be (or include) the person being asked.

· The student will ask, “Is this his?”, “Are these ours?”, “Is this theirs?”

· The student being asked must answer, e.g., “Yes, it’s his,” -or- “No, they’re mine”, etc.
