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Can you make up a story to tell your boss, explaining why you missed work yesterday?
Imagine that you just didn’t feel like working.

So you stayed home. Watched TV. Fed your cats or your dog. Played video games. Called some friends to yak for a while.

But now you have to face the music: Your boss is going to have a few questions when you show up for work today:

· Where were you?

· Why didn’t you call? Couldn’t you have at least called and told us you weren’t coming in?

· Are you OK? Is there a problem?

The time has come for you to create a cover story to tell your boss!

Activity

· We’ll form teams of two. One will be the boss, the other will be the employee.

· Take five or more minutes to create a story that explains your absence.

· Make sure the story also explains why you didn’t call. You didn’t have the means or the time to call, or the situation was so bizarre that placing a call to the office naturally slipped your mind.

· The story can be sensible, or it can be silly; even moderately bizarre!

· Each team will have six minutes to perform the interview for the rest of the class; three minutes with one person playing the employee, and the other playing the boss, then another three minutes with those roles reversed.
